Floodplain Damage / Improvement Cost Form Cont.

Costs That May Be Excluded From Floodplain SI/SD Determination

Items that should be excluded are those that are not directly associated with the building. The following list 
characterizes the types of costs that may be excluded:

•	 Clean-up and trash removal 

•	 Costs to temporarily stabilize a building so that it 
is safe to enter to evaluate required repairs 

•	 Costs to obtain or prepare plans and 
specifications 

•	 Land survey costs 

•	 Permit fees and inspection fees 

•	 Carpeting and re-carpeting installed over finished 
flooring such as wood or tiling 

•	 Outside improvements, including landscaping, 
irrigation, sidewalks, driveways, fences, yard 
lights, swimming pools, pool enclosures, and 
detached accessory structures (e.g., garages, 
sheds, and gazebos) 

•	 Costs required for the minimum necessary work 
to correct existing violations of health, safety, 
and sanitary codes 

•	 Plug-in appliances such as washing machines, 
dryers, and stoves
